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I ntroduction

Thisis the second District Policing Partnership Survey to be carried out by the Central
Survey Unit of the Northern Ireland Statistics and Research Agency, the first being
carried out in 2003.

This postal survey involved questionnaires being sent out to 60,000 househol ds across
Northern Ireland, selected at random from the Vauation and Lands Agency list of
addresses. Unique identifiers were included with the questionnaires to enable results
to be broken down by District Command Unit (DPP boundaries are identical to
District Command Unit boundaries).

This document presents the results from the survey in Belfast (West) District Council.
