The Area Commander explained that Sean’s local knowledge of the 
Sion Mills area had been instrumental to police officers and 
expressed his thanks and congratulations.  This was supported by 
all present.

The Area Commander proceeded to present his end of year report 
on the policing of the District for the period of April 2006 to March 
2007.   
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Questions to Area Commander arising from end of year report 
April 2006 – March 2007.  
 

DPP 34/07 PSNI Personnel 
 

The Area Commander was asked to clarify if PSNI personnel are at 
full complement across the Strabane Sector and if the number of 
officers will be reduced over the next year.    
 
The Area Commander reported on the establishment figures:

He explained that it is anticipated from June that there will be 2 
Sector Inspectors (1 Urban & 1 Rural) based in Strabane along with 
one Detective Inspector.  This will include a 24/7 Inspector 
response cover capability based at Strand Road. 
 
He added that there are no plans to reduce the numbers of other 
ranks within the Strabane sector, although resource allocation 
within G District as a whole will be subject to debate in the future. 
 

DPP 35/07 Domestic Violence 
   
The Area Commander was asked to provide a breakdown on the 
work completed in relation to domestic violence throughout the 
reporting period.  He was asked to clarify if the decrease in the 
number of arrests in relation to domestic violence was  a downward 
trend across all DCUs, or if it was specific to Strabane. 
 
The Area Commander replied that the Domestic Violence Officer 
gives every victim the opportunity to be referred to Woman’s Aid.  If 
the victim accepts the referral, the DVO refers them to Women’s 
Aid, however if the victim declines the referral, the PSNI abide by 
their wishes. He added that press releases, media strategies etc 
are normally issued from Headquarters.  
 
The Area Commander emphasised that Strabane PSNI pursue a 
robust and pro-active policy with regard to domestic violence.  He 
explained that the total number of incidents reported during 
2006/2007 was 479 compared to 398 the previous reporting period.  
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There have been fewer arrests as a consequence of fewer incidents 
being reported, and this had been mirrored throughout G District.  

 
DPP 36/07 Drug Abuse in Strabane District 
 

The Area Commander was asked to clarify how big a problem drug 
misuse is within Strabane District. 
 
The Area Commander reported that although drugs are available in 
the area, it is not to the same extent as other areas across Northern 
Ireland. Dealers within the area are on a much smaller scale than 
elsewhere with Strabane being at the end of the ‘dealing trial’, 
meaning that local people tend to source their drugs elsewhere. 
 
He added that the number of seizure incidents are down on the 
previous reporting period from 36 to 32, however the number of 
people arrested and charged has increased: arrests 19 to 26, 
charged 14 to 26.  He further added that the quantities of materials 
seized have increased e.g., a large seizure of ecstasy tablets, a 
discovery of a number of cannabis factories and a small seizure of 
cocaine.  He advised that intelligence does not indicate any 
increase in the overall drugs problem in Strabane. 

   
DPP 37/07  Partnership Iniatives  
 

The Area Commander was asked to report on what partnership 
initiatives were planned for 2007/2008, details of initiatives 
completed in 2006/2007, what the objectives were and the impact 
they had on delivering the key messages outlined in the 2006/2007 
policing plan. 
 
The Area Commander reported that PSNI have been working on 8 
initiatives with groups throughout the district.  These included:- 
 

• Strabane Youth Forum – Engage with the local youth 
• Vintners Meetings – Reduce violent crime and promote 

safer night time economy 
• Castlederg Open Day – Engage with the local community 
• Elderly Safety Day – Crime prevention advice to the 

elderly 
• Alcohol & Drug Conference – To formulate a baseline of 

the drug and alcohol problem with the DCU 
• Student Safety Packs – Increase public safety and crime 

prevention advice 
• Radiolink – Communication tool to reduce crime and 

promote a safer town centre 
• Crime Prevention Awareness – Crime prevention 

measures including counterfeit currency 
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He reported that these initiatives are aimed at increasing public 
confidence in the PSNI. 

 
DPP 38/07 Violent Crime  
 

The Area Commander was asked to clarify the reason for the 
decrease in clearance rates for violent crimes (22.6%), as the report 
indicates an increase of 0.8% in violent crime.  
 
The Area Commander reported that the Home Office had 
introduced a number of changes concerning how police forces 
record and clear crime.  Central to the change was the issue of 
cases where the complainant declined to prosecute. He added that 
during 2005/2006 Strabane DCU obtained 261 clearances for 
violent crimes where the complainant declined to prosecute and 
that the % clearance rates for violent crimes for Strabane DCU 
were: 
  
 2005/2006:  69.9% 
 2006/2007:  47.3% 
 
He reported that the decrease shown was as a result of changes 
directed by the Home Office. 
 

DPP 39/07 Secretarian and Race Crimes 
 

The Area Commander was asked to provide a handout detailing 
actual clearance figures for sectarian and race crimes.  He was also 
asked if hate crime could be included in this section in  future 
reports. 
 
The Area Commander provided the following information.

He added that hate crime is an ‘umbrella’ term for  all the crimes in 
this section, including secretarianism, race etc. 
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DPP 40/07 De-militarisation of Police Stations 
  

The Area Commander was asked to provide a breakdown regarding 
the de-militarisation of police stations in the Strabane District, 
including station locations and approximate commencement dates. 
 
The Area Commander reported that the process to ‘soften’ or make 
police stations more user friendly is a recommendation from the 
Patten Report.  He added that Donemana station is due to 
commence in October 2007, that Strabane station may commence 
in the next financial year and that definite dates have not yet been 
agreed for Castlederg or Newtownstewart stations. 
 
A member of DPP expressed his support for the de-militarisation of 
Donemana station, adding that he hoped that the commencement 
date would not be delayed.  

 
DPP41/07 PSNI Communication Centres 
 

The Area Commander was asked by a member of DPP to clarify 
the situation regarding the communications centre as it has now 
moved to Strand Road station.  
 
The Area Commander confirmed that  the communication centre 
has moved to Strand Road station, however staff remained the 
same and they would continue to fulfil the same function.  He added 
that the response from police officers would not be affected, as they 
were still specifically responsible for the Strabane sector.  He 
further added that this operational decision had been made by 
headquarters. 

 
DPP 42/07 Error in report figures 
  

A member of the DPP pointed out that some figures in the report 
were incorrect. 
The Area Commander apologised for these mistakes.  He 
confirmed that the figures should read as follows:
